Lent service on Wednesdays at 5 & 7 p.m. Evening Prayer with the Journey of Places of Passion
Lent is a time for us to examine our lives and strengthen our faith as we prepare for Easter.  The 40 days 
period of Lent is based on Jesus' own time of fasting in the wilderness.  The themes of Lent services are 
Places of the Passion-Hope, Strength, Eternal Love, Renewal and God's Will.  Childcare will be provided 
at the 7 p.m. services.  Meals, provided by Faith Youth begin at 5:45 p.m.    
     
Palm/Passion Sunday on March 16 at 8:00, 9:30 & 11:00 a.m. & 6:00 p.m. Palm Procession
Palm/Passion Sunday is the final Sunday of Lent. We celebrate Jesus' entry into Jerusalem as recorded 
in the gospels when people waved palm branches and shouted "Hosanna!" We also observe Palm 
Sunday as a time to remember the events that led to Jesus' suffering and death on a cross.  Therefore, 
our service starts with joyous Palm Sunday hymns and ends with passion hymns.  8:00 & 11:00 a.m.

�•�� 9:30 a.m. Contemporary service featuring Ecumenical Palm blessing along with six other churches.

Maundy Thursday on March 20 at 5 & 7 p.m.  Laying on Hands/ Washing Feet/ Holy Communion/ 
Stripping of Altar

Maundy Thursday recalls the night when Jesus shared a Passover meal with his disciples.  The 
"Maundy" means a "new commandment" in Latin. At this meal Jesus washed his disciples' feet and 
commanded them to love one another.  Washing feet will be applied to designated representatives of 
congregation.  This service ends with a solemn ritual, Stripping of the Altar. 

Good Friday on March 21: Friday is the day we remember Jesus' death on a cross which led to victory.

Chemotherapy and radiation treatment, health conditions as diabetes, dehydration, salivary gland 
diseases and aging can cause decreased saliva and dry mouth.
Tips to share with you for helping a dry mouth.
1. Tell your physician . . The physician may adjust your medicine dosage or change to another medi-

cine.
������Suck on ice cubes.
3. Sip water regularly.
4. Avoid caffeine, alcohol and mouth washes containing alcohol.
5. Chew sugar-free gum.
6. Suck on sugar-free hard candy.
7. Use a humidifier to moisten the room air.
