and Director of Human Care Ministries. As |

prayed, struggled and searched for clarity on

God'’s leading; | “tried on” each Call and

reflected on a few questions:

2 Where can | serve God best?

* Where can | serve my family best?

* Where is God leading my heart? What
am | excited/passionate about?

As | processed the first two questions, my
answer was “both places.” | understand that |
can’t clone myself or be in two places at once,
but | could see how | could use my God-given
gifts and abilities in each ministry context. |
also saw advantages and disadvantages to
staying here and providing that stability for my
family as well as advantages and
disadvantages to being much closer to our
extended families.

Finally, | took an afternoon and laid out both
Calls with their job descriptions, and looked at
both congregations with their different vision
and planning documents. | looked at Faith’s
Shepherding Team and Ministry Planning Team
reports, as adopted by the voters in 2004 and
2006. | looked at Holy Cross’ ongoing 5 year
plan and their Annual Report.

| looked at my current job description which has

me focusing on the areas of:

L 2 Outreach — with the potential to reach
some of the 66,000 unchurched around
us, as well as university students, and
the potential for expanding our deaf
ministry.

L 2 Assimilation — with the much needed
project of creating a system to connect
people with ministry opportunities that
match their gifts, talents and interests.

L 4 Adult Education — with the continual

opportunities for growth in Sunday

morning and Wednesday night
education, as well as special events and
small group ministry.

| looked at Holy Cross’ job description which

focuses on:

L 2 Caring for people within the church
through Parish Nurses, Stephen
Ministry, Spiritual Life Leaders,
homebound and hospital calls, and a
Good Neighbor ministry, and

L 4 Caring for people in the Colorado
Springs community through a food
bank, periodic homeless shelter, and
Special Needs (rent, mortgage, utility
bills, etc.) among others.

As | reflected on my ministry, | noticed that |
have missed connecting with people through
pastoral care circumstances while | have been
here. | also noticed that community outreach
through social ministry has been a constant in
the different places | have served.

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LAY LEADERSHIP COUNCIL REPORT

LAY DEACONS

The council approved for another year the Calls to
Paul Klotz and Jeff Lane as Lay Deacons. The
Calls for Lay Deacons are renewable annually by
action of the council as provided by the voters
when these Calls were initially extended.
(Approval was granted in the March Lay
Leadership Council meeting but omitted from the
report of that meeting).

MINISTRY PLANNING TEAM

The Ministry Planning Team reported 56
individuals attended the forum after the 11:00
a.m. service, April 13. Six scenarios were
presented to the group with an opportunity for all
to express positive or negative reaction to current
and future facility needs for ministries of the
congregation. The committee will compile these
comments and report back to the membership in
a general meeting to be scheduled as soon as
possible.

DIRECTOR OF WORSHIP MINISTRY

On Friday, March 21, Young received her Work
Authorization Permit from the Department of
Immigration and Naturalization. This permit
allows her to be fully engaged by the
congregation, recognized in her position and to
receive salary and benefits. The Lay Leadership
Council approved paying Young her full 2008
salary in the remaining months of this year.

PROFESSIONAL CONSULTATION
Southwest Ministry Development, Dallas, Texas,
professional consultants, will be meeting with our

lead staff on April 14 and 15 providing guidance
for the Senior Pastor and Associate Pastor
vacancies. Pastor Pete has also arranged, at his
own expense, a private consultation at the same
time to assist with strategy related to his
retirement June 30, 2008. However, the Lay
Leadership Council did not feel it appropriate for
this to be Pastor Pete’s expense and authorized
payment of $280 for this consultation.

JANITOR

Tim Haskins, American Pride Janitorial has
provided 30 days notice to discontinue his
contract to provide janitorial services for our
facilities.

SPIRITUAL LIFE BOARD

The various forms and letter of recommendation
to allow Christina Shults to apply for matching
funds from The Fund for Theological Education
were completed and mailed to her on March 21.
Deadline for her to submit the complete package
was April 1, and we are waiting for their decision.

SIGNING ASSISTANCE

Recognizing the significant need to provide
Signing for Deaf and Hearing Impaired, the
council thanks Deb Hale for her assistance at our
9:30 a.m. worship services and mid week
services and authorized up to $400 for Deb to
engage a substitute for services she is unable to
attend over the next several months.
