This site has many helpful resources for our members 
including names, phone numbers, email addresses and 
street addresses along with birthdays and anniversaries, 
prayer requests and photos, accessible 24 hours a day 
wherever there is Internet access. Various groups and 
ministry teams can also set up unique calendars, 
announcements and more (details will be coming).            
NOTE: The Member Connect calendar is a leadership 
resource, please use the usual calendar link on our Faith 
Web page for a complete list of church activities. 

First, if 
you received an email with your user name and password 
(every member is assigned one, not just a household), take 
the time to verify your information. Second, if you did not 
receive an email, contact Linda Meyer in the church office 
(272-4214 or lindamsecretary@swbell.net) to receive your 
log-in information. Third, enter the Member Connect Web 
site by clicking on the link in the left column of our church 
Web site (www.faithlutherantopeka.org). If you take 
responsibility for keeping your personal information up to 
date, it enables everyone to minister efficiently. Finally, get 
used to using it, but be patient as we continue to expand its 
capabilities.
