As she entered the church 

and placed them at the feet 

of the Christ Child, they 

burst into bloom. Since 

then, they have been 

associated with Christmas 

in Mexico. Somewhat later 

poinsettias were introduced 

to the U.S. by Joel Roberts 

Poinsett, he was America’s 

first ambassador to Mexico 

in the early 1800s.
