These totals do not include the many clothing items, linens, hygiene products, and household goods 

that are brought to church almost weekly for donation.

National Nutrition Month® is an annual campaign sponsored 
by the Academy of Nutrition and Dietetics that encourages 
informed food choices and the development of healthy eating 
and physical activity habits. 

This year, March 11 is 
Registered Dietitian 
Nutritionist (RDN) Day, 
recognizing RDNs as essential 
providers of food and nutrition 
services who help individuals 
and communities lead healthier 
lives. 

A Few Important U.S. 
Nutrition Facts 
These statistics may not surprise 
many of us—but they are worth 
reviewing: 

-Diet is the number one factor impacting health, surpassing 
tobacco- and alcohol-related risks. 

 
-Fewer than 10% of American adults and adolescents eat 
enough fruits and vegetables. 

 
-Poor nutrition is linked to three major health epidemics: 
diabetes, obesity, and cardiovascular disease. 

 
-Nearly 50% of deaths related to diabetes, stroke, and 
cardiovascular disease are associated with poor diet. 

 
-Eighty percent of cardiovascular disease, stroke, and Type 2 
diabetes cases could be prevented through diet and lifestyle 
changes. 

 
-Eighty percent of Americans do not eat the recommended 
daily amount of fruits and vegetables. 

 
-Half of American adults consume at least one sugary drink 
every day. 

 
-About 90% of Americans consume more sodium than 
recommended for a healthy diet. 
 

 

The Healthy Eating Plate, developed by Harvard T.H. Chan 
School of Public Health, is one practical guide to making 
healthier food choices. It emphasizes diet quality and balanced 
proportions rather than calorie counting. 

Key Principles: 
Make half your plate fruits and 
vegetables. 
The more variety, the better. 
(Note: Potatoes and French fries 
do not count, as they can 
negatively impact blood sugar.) 

Choose whole grains for one-
quarter of your plate. 
Whole grains have a milder effect 
on blood sugar and insulin than 
refined grains like white bread. 

Include healthy protein for one-quarter of your plate. 
Fish, poultry, beans, and nuts are excellent choices. Limit red 
meat and avoid processed meats. 

Use healthy plant oils in moderation. 
Olive, canola, soy, corn, sunflower, and peanut oils are healthier 
options. Avoid trans fats. Remember: low-fat does not always 
mean healthy. 

Drink plenty of water. 
Aim for 1.5–2 liters per day. Limit sugary drinks and keep milk 
and dairy to 1–2 servings daily. Eating whole fruit (like an 
orange) is better than drinking fruit juice. 

The Healthy Eating Plate does not prescribe a specific number of 
calories or servings. Instead, it illustrates relative proportions of 
food groups to encourage balanced eating. Its central message is 
simple: focus on quality. The type of carbohydrate you choose is 
more important than the amount, since some carbohydrates are 
healthier than others.
